	Text2: In November 2024, Swatara Fire-Rescue responded to 127 calls, demonstrating our unwavering commitment to community safety. These included 8 fires, 34 medical incidents, 5 hazardous conditions, 8 service calls, 28 good intent calls, and 44 false alarms. In Paxtang Borough, we handled 2 calls. Our dedicated team of 57 active responders contributed an impressive 2,853 staffing hours and 140 training hours. On average, 8.1 responders turned out per incident, with an average response time of 4 minutes and 38 seconds from dispatch to arrival.

Collaboration remained a cornerstone of our efforts as we continued to strengthen partnerships with neighboring departments. We provided mutual aid 21 times and received it 37 times, reinforcing the importance of teamwork in emergency response. 

Additionally, our crews completed one smoke detector installation, ensuring an extra layer of safety for a resident. Beyond the calls, we actively engaged with the community by delivering Santa to Bass Pro Shop and participating in the Veterans Memorial Service at Veterans Circle in Rutherford.
