	Text2: In October 2024, Swatara Fire-Rescue responded to 131 calls, including 13 fires, 23 medical incidents, 9 hazardous conditions, 16 service calls, 32 good intent calls, and 37 false alarms. Additionally, we responded to 2 calls in Paxtang Borough. Our team of 66 active responders contributed 1,635 staffing hours and 323 training hours, averaging 7.3 responders per incident. We maintained an response time of 4 minutes and 36 seconds from dispatch to arrival, demonstrating our commitment to prompt and efficient service.
Collaboration with neighboring departments was a continued focus, as we provided mutual aid 31 times and received it 32 times, strengthening our partnerships and regional response capabilities. On the training front, we celebrated the accomplishments of two firefighters who successfully achieved Firefighter I certification and another two who earned Firefighter II certification, enhancing the skill and preparedness of our team.
October was also Fire Prevention Month, during which our responders dedicated countless hours educating children and organizations about fire safety. Outreach included visits to Chambers Hill, Tri-Community, Lawnton, Paxtang, and Steelton-Highspire Elementary Schools, as well as St. Catherine's, Paxton Presbyterian Nursery School, and Sequoia Christian School. In addition to fire prevention efforts, our crews engaged with the community at events such as the Living Waters Community Church Fall Fair, Swatara Church of God Trunk or Treat, Highspire and Steelton Fire Department open houses, Swatara Township Trunk or Treat, and Trick or Treat Night. Firefighters also ensured the safety of participants and spectators during the Paxtang Halloween Parade.
This productive month highlighted Swatara Fire-Rescue's dedication to community safety, professional development, and fostering strong partnerships, reflecting our ongoing commitment to the residents and visitors we proudly serve.
