	Text2: In April 2025, Swatara Fire-Rescue responded to 114 emergencies. These included 13 fires, 22 medical calls, 9 hazardous conditions, 17 service calls, 17 good intent calls, and 23 false alarms. We also handled two incidents in Paxtang Borough.

Our dedicated team of 59 active responders contributed a total of 4,229 staffing hours throughout the month, along with 820 hours of training to stay sharp and prepared. On average, our crews arrived on scene in just 4 minutes and 52 seconds—underscoring our commitment to quick and effective response.

Mutual aid remains a key part of our operations. We assisted neighboring departments 20 times and received support on 21 calls. These partnerships continue to be essential in delivering coordinated and reliable service across the region.

Beyond emergency response, our firefighters took time to support community outreach. We installed and checked smoke detectors at two homes, participated in Wilhelm Paxtang Baseball’s Opening Day, joined both the Township and Paxtang Easter Egg Hunts, and took part in the Senior Resource Fair. We’re proud to serve both in times of need and in moments of celebration.
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
