EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In May, Swatara Fire-Rescue responded to 127 calls for service. These included 6 fires, 24 medical emergencies, 3 hazardous condition
incidents, 21 service calls, 33 good intent calls, and 23 false alarms. We also responded to two incidents in Paxtang Borough.

Our team of 58 active responders dedicated a combined 4,322staffing hours this month, along with 859 hours of training to maintain
skills and readiness. Crews continued to provide timely responses, arriving on scene in an average of just 4 minutes and 34 seconds.

Mutual aid continues to play a vital role in our service delivery. We provided assistance to neighboring departments 21 times and
received help on 29 occasions—highlighting the strength of our regional partnerships.Beyond emergency response, our firefighters
remained active in the community.

In May, crews supported several events, including: Paxtang Elementary PTA May Fair Rutherford Elementary End-of-Year Bash
Steelton-Highspire Senior Class Send-Off Paxtang Memorial Day Picnic Veterans Circle Memorial Day Ceremony Richard Bouder Local
Government Day Hummelstown Fire Chief Welcome Home Drive-By 6 smoke detector checks and installations.
